CROP LOSSES FRU# WEMDS 

Low yields of grain are frequently 
due to improper cultivation methods 
which permit weeds to grow abund- 
antly, At harvest the farmer should 
estimate the amount of crops he has 
lost through weed growth, At the 
same time a new plan of cultivation 
should be considered in order to pre- 
vent similar losses another year. 
There is still time this:season to pre- 
vent much of the weed competition in| 
your fields for next season, 

After harvest cultivation will ger- | 
minate many wild oats either this fall 
or in early spring prior to seeding. 
Thistle patches should be given a last | 
thorough cultivation; this may be all 
that is required to eradicate them. 

A plan of attack on weeds is neces-

To Bring Belgium Back To Its 

Pre-War Standard 

The Germans bled the Belgians 

white, physically and economically. 

Rehabilitation experts, who kept 

charts of the country’s decline under 

German occupation, estimated that 

it would take at least 10 years to 

bring Belgium back to its pre-war 

standard. 

Many Belgian women have lost 20 

to 40 pounds, and the children have 

been stunted for lack of sufficient 

food and vitamins. The Nazis had 

the country on a starvation basis. 

The daily ration—if it could be had 

—was seven and one-half ounces of 

bread, five ounces of flour, one-third 

of an ounce of butter, an ounce of 

sugar, two-thirds of an ounce of 

meat, and 15 ounces of potatoes. 

Authorities told that the people 

of Brussels had not seen pork or fish 

since the Germans moved in. 

The bread was so bad dogs refused 

to eat it, they said. It was made of 

ground beans and peas, with grass 

and a little real flour. 

The number of Belgians starving | 

would have been greater if the people | 

had not resorted to the black mar- | 

ket. The number who did starve is| 

not known.

Wickham Steed, in a B.B.C. Broad- 

cast, said a young German prisoner, 

captured in France, was questioned 

by an Allied officer. This youth was 

not a Nazi, and didn’t seem to like 

the Nazis but when he was asked 

what he thought of them, he an- 

swered: “What do you mean by 

‘think?’ One doesn't think.” His 

answer may be typical of most Ger 

mans under 40 years of age. They 

have been trained not to think. They 

have been taught to be brutal and to 

obey orders. Superior force 1s the 

only argument they appear to under- 

stand And unless I am mistaken, 

it is precisely in the degree in which 

the Allied armies will apply this 

argument to the German soldiery, and 

to the German people, that the 

thought of surrender will form itself 

in their minds.

The Quick and the Dead 

Ordinarily, it is not difficult to 
distinguish between a dead ani.oal 
and one that is alive, With plants 
it is different. Under conditions of 
severe drought, the grass in a 
meadow or lawn may look dead; but 
only a day or two after rain it is 
obviously very much alive, Seeds 
show no signs of life until they are 
provided with conditions favourable 
to germination, and sometimes they 
may be alive, but dormant, and re- 
fuse to germinate even under appar- 
ently favourable circumstances. 
When harvest weather is fine, and 

in the absence of damage by diseases 
or insects, field crop seeds are 
usually alive, This fall, harvesting 
conditions have been very bad, in 
many districts, and frost has un- 
doubtedly damaged a goud deal of 
grain. Most farmers, therefore, will 
be wise to make a germination test 
or have one made. 

Line Elevator company agents 
can provide printed cards giving 
detailed instructions for making 
tests at home. They will, also, accept 
samples of wheat, oats, barley, rye 
and flax for testing in our labora- 
tory.» First class equipment and a 
skilled staff are at your service.
